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PHILADELPHIA FREEDOMS NAME KING OF PRUSSIA MALL  
NEW HOME FOR 2008 WORLD TEAMTENNIS SEASON 

 
John McEnroe to visit this July 

 
King of Prussia, Pa. (March 19, 2008) Ð The King of Prussia Mall will be the new home court 
this July for the Philadelphia Freedoms of the World TeamTennis (WTT) Pro League.  Freedoms 
General Manager Jeff Harrison announced the move today along with the news that tennis Hall 
of Famer John McEnroe will come to town on July 14 when the New York Sportimes visit the 
Freedoms. 
 
The Freedoms, who have played the last seven years at Cabrini College, will move to the 3rd 
largest mall in the country beginning in July.  Taking the lead from two other successful WTT 
teams, the Freedoms stadium will be built on the parking lot of The Court in front of Macys and 
Bloomingdales, directly on Route 202.   WTT teams in Newport Beach, Calif., and Sacramento 
play on temporary stadium courts in parking lots.  Sacramento plays their home matches in a 
mall parking lot in Roseville, Calif., while the Breakers built their stadium in the parking lot of 
the Newport Beach Country Club.  The move will help to accommodate the FreedomsÕ growing 
fan base, as well as increase the teamÕs visibility and awareness.  With the addition of a north 
end zone, the new stadium will seat approximately 2,500 spectators with room to expand as 
needed.  
 
ÒThe Freedoms couldnÕt be more excited to have the opportunity to play at such recognizable 
location,Ó said Harrison.  ÒWhile this new site will give us the ability to expand our product, we 
want to assure our fans that they will continue to view world-class tennis in an intimate, 
exclusive setting.  We are very confident that our new home will have a positive effect on our 
team, supporters and the community. Our relationship with the King of Prussia Mall allows us to 
grow awareness of the team and introduce some new fans to our brand of tennis.Ó 
 
Over the past seven years, the Freedoms have won two WTT Pro League Championships and 
have brought some of tennisÕ biggest names to the Main Line area including Pete Sampras, 
Andre Agassi, John McEnroe, Andy Roddick, Venus Williams, Anna Kournikova, Jimmy 
Connors, Boris Becker, Mark Philippoussis, Patrick Rafter, James Blake, Martina Navratilova, 
Monica Seles, Martina Hingis, and hometown hero Lisa Raymond.   
 



ÒWe are thrilled to be hosting The Freedoms and are proud to be affiliated with the World 
TeamTennis League,Ó said Bob Hart, General Manager for the King of Prussia Mall. ÒThis is a

"The relocation of the Freedoms to King of Prussia Mall allows us to expand our overall fan 
experience," said Billie Jean King, one of the owners of the team and co-founder of World 
TeamTennis.  "While we have enjoyed a spectacular run at Cabrini College, we have seen the 
success of other WTT franchises that showcase their teams in non-traditional settings.  The 
timing is right and the Philadelphia market is another perfect opportunity for us to continue with 
this approach.  The Freedoms have a new home and we will be driving more traffic to the Mall. 
 It's a win-win for everyone involved."  
 
In addition to visits this summer by the FreedomsÕ Venus Williams and Bob and Mike Bryan 
(Kansas City Explorers), the incendiary McEnroe will also play at the FreedomsÕ new home this 
July.  Besides being remembered for his audience-capturing antics, McEnroe is also known as 
one of the greatest Legends in tennis history.  McEnroe captured 155 singles and doubles titles 
during his career, 77 singles and 78 doubles Ð an Open Era record.  His 17 Grand Slam crowns 
include seven singles, nine doubles and one mixed doubles.  He was ranked No. 1 in singles for 
170 weeks, fifth best in history, and holds the all-time record for No. 1 doubles at 270 weeks.  
McEnroe will make his second consecutive appearance against the Freedoms on July 14.  
 
The Freedoms lineup will be finalized at the WTT Roster Player Draft on April 1 in Miami.  The 
WTT regular season runs July 3-23 with the WTT Championship Weekend set for July 24-27 in 
Roseville, Calif.
